1. Procurement Subject Matter and Procurement Contract

1.1. The subject matter of the procurement is the provision of expert services for the needs of the PartiSEApate project in accordance with Annex 2 to the Regulations (Technical Specification). CPV code of the procurement subject matter: 79421000-1 (Project-management services other than for construction work).
1.2. The performance of the procurement contract is financed from the budget of the “PartiSEApate” project.

1.3. Proposed contract amount: up to LVL 15461,69 or EUR 22,000.00 (including all taxes). 
1.4. The Commissioning Party shall pay for the services provided for in the procurement contract upon the mutual signing of an acceptance and delivery certificate, within 10 (ten) working days. The total amount of the procurement contract shall be paid in four instalments (each being one quarter of the procurement contract amount), separately for each stage of work fulfilment.

1.5. Term of the procurement contract: in accordance with the work completion timetable specified in Annex 2 to the Regulations (Technical Specification).

2. Place and Due Date for the Submission of Tenders

2.1. Applicants shall submit tender documentation either in person or by post in sealed and stamped packaging that meets the presentation requirements specified in item 3 of the Regulations, to the State Regional Development Agency at Elizabetes iela 19, Riga, first floor, Administrative Department (records office) by 11:00 hours on 14 December 2012. 

2.2. No bids from Applicants shall be accepted after the time specified in item 2.1 of the Regulations. Tenders that are received after the due time provided in item 2.1 of the Regulations shall be rejected and returned to the Applicants unopened.
3. Presentation of Tenders
3.1. Public procurement tenders must be submitted in person in a sealed envelope or by registered letter, and the following information must be specified on it: Name of Applicant, registration number or personal identity number (if the Applicant is a natural person), address and contact information, as well as the following note: Tender in the Procurement “Expert Services for the Needs of the PartiSEApate Project” (ID No VRAA/2012/67//MI). Do not open before 11:00 hours on 14 December 2012.
3.2. The tender must be prepared in Latvian or English. The Applicant must submit one original of the tender.

3.3. The pages of the tender documents must be numbered. Tender documentation must be bound with string (in a single volume).
3.4. The tender must be clearly legible and contain no corrections or deletions.

3.5. A table of contents must be included in the tender following the title page. 

3.6. The title page of the tender must state the Applicant’s name, registration number or personal identity number (if the Applicant is a natural person), address and contact information.

3.7. After the expiration of the tender submission period, the Applicant may not amend his or her tender.

3.8. The tender documentation must be arranged in the following order:

3.8.1. Application (Annex 1 to the Regulations);

3.8.2. Documents certifying qualifications (item 5 of the Regulations);

3.8.3. Technical tender (Annex 6 to the Regulations);

3.8.4. Financial tender (Annex 5 to the Regulations).

3.9. The procurement application form must be signed by a representative of the Applicant with signatory privileges or a person authorised by him or her. If the Applicant is a group of persons, the procurement application form must be signed by a representative with the signatory privileges of each entity included in the group, or a person authorised by such a person with signatory privileges.
3.10. An Applicant may only submit one version of a tender.
3.11. An Applicant may only submit a tender for the entire scope of the subject matter of the procurement.
3.12. The tender must be valid for no fewer than 60 (sixty) days from the date of submission of the tender.
3.13. Following the submission of a tender, the Applicant may not amend it.
4. Qualification Requirements for Applicants

4.1. The Applicant shall be a legal or a natural person or an association of such persons that meets the requirements set forth in the Regulations and that is not subject to the restrictions on the Applicant’s participation in the procurement as specified in Section 8.1, Paragraph five, Clauses 1 and 2 of the Public Procurement Law.

4.2. The Applicant shall be registered with the Commercial Register or an equivalent register abroad (if applicable).

4.3. For the purposes of the performance of the procurement contract, the Applicant shall hire an expert who meets the following requirements:

4.3.1. The expert shall have a master’s degree in economics, spatial planning or marine or environmental studies;

4.3.2. The expert shall have at least (3) three years of experience in a leading position in public administration in one of the countries of the Baltic Sea region;

4.3.3. The expert shall have experience in developing maritime spatial planning policy at national or regional level in a country of the Baltic Sea region;

4.3.4. The expert shall have a sound understanding of the European Union maritime spatial planning policy and integrated coastal area management;

4.3.5. The expert shall have a good command of English (written and spoken) and a language of one country of the Baltic Sea region.

4.4. If the Applicant him- or herself is the expert (a natural person) submitting a tender to participate in the procurement, the requirements listed in items 4.3.1 to 4.3.5 of these Regulations shall apply to the Applicant.

5. The Applicant must submit the following documents certifying qualifications
5.1. An application to participate in the procurement signed by the Applicant (Annex 1 to the Regulations).
5.2. In the case the Applicant is awarded the right to enter into a contract in accordance with these Regulations, the Applicant shall submit a statement issued by a competent authority of Latvia or a foreign country (if not registered or domiciled in Latvia) confirming that the Applicant has not been declared insolvent or that it has is not undergoing liquidation, and that the Applicant has no tax debts, including outstanding state social insurance contributions, exceeding 100 lats in aggregate.

5.3. A copy of a registration certificate issued by the Enterprise Register of the Republic of Latvia or an equivalent commercial registration authority of another country or a printout from the database of the competent authority (where applicable).

5.4. Information about the experience of the expert recruited by the Applicant (the expert’s CV in accordance with Annex 3 to these Regulations and copies of education documents must be submitted) in order to confirm the expert’s conformity with items 4.3.1 to 4.3.5 of these Regulations.

5.5. A power of attorney of the Applicant’s representative (a single legal person or an association of legal persons) or a copy of the association or partnership agreement of an association of legal persons that states the name, surname and title of the Applicant’s representative and company name – where the Applicant is represented by an authorised person in the tender filed. 

5.6. A confirmation signed by each authorised person of an association of persons regarding their joint participation in the procurement – where the tender is submitted by an association of persons.

5.7. If the Applicant is an association of persons, the Applicant shall submit the following:

5.7.1. Written confirmations by each person included in the association of persons in accordance with Annex 1 to the Regulations that the person included in the association of persons is not subject to the conditions listed in Section 8.1, Paragraph five, Clauses 1 and 2 of the Public Procurement Law;

5.7.2. The documents specified in item 5.3 of these regulations for each person included in the association of persons.

6. Technical Tender
The Applicant shall draw up a Technical Tender in accordance with the requirements of the Technical Specification following the Technical Tender form provided in Annex 5 to the Regulations.

7. Financial Tender
7.1. The tender must be expressed in euro (EUR); the Financial Tender must be completed in accordance with the form provided in Annex 4 to the Regulations. 

7.2. The tender price is the total payment for the performance of the procurement contract, including all applicable tax except VAT, in compliance with the requirements of the Technical Specification.

8. Verification of Applicant Qualifications
8.1. An Applicant shall be excluded from participation in the procurement if the Procurement Commission finds that:

8.1.1. the tender documentation has not been signed and the document copies attached to the tender have not been certified, or that the tender documentation has been signed and document copies attached to the tender have been certified by a person who does not have the authority to sign on behalf of the Applicant;

8.1.2. the Applicant has failed to submit the documents specified in sections 5, 6 and 7 of the Regulations in accordance with the requirements of the Regulations, or the contents of such documents do not conform to the requirements laid down in the Regulations;

8.1.3. in submitting the required information, the Applicant has provided inaccurate information or has failed to provide any information, or the contents of such information do not meet the requirements of the Regulations.

8.2. If the Applicant is an association of suppliers, the Applicant shall be excluded from further participation in the procurement if the Procurement Commission finds that any of the persons included in the association fails to conform to the requirements of item 5.10.1 of these Regulations.

9. Evaluation of Tenders and Adoption of a Decision
9.1. The right to conclude a procurement contract shall be awarded to the Applicant that has submitted a tender meeting the requirements of the Regulations and that has the lowest price.

9.2. The Procurement Commission shall:

9.2.1. verify the compliance of the tenders with the requirements specified in the Regulations and only find eligible those tenders that meet all of the requirements specified in these Regulations; non-compliant tenders shall not be evaluated;
9.2.2. of the eligible tenders, select the tender with the lowest tender price without VAT. The tender with the lowest price shall be the tender of the Applicant whose Financial Tender states the lowest total price excluding VAT as compared to the remaining financial tenders filed by Applicants;
9.2.3. require the statements specified in Section 8.1, Paragraph 5.2 of the Public Procurement Law from the Applicant to be awarded the right to conclude a contract;

9.2.4.  within three working days from the adoption of the decision, notify all Applicants of the Applicant selected in the procurement with whom a procurement contract will be entered into.

10. Rights and Obligations of Applicants
10.1. An Applicant may, in a timely manner, request additional information regarding the Regulations from the Procurement Commission.
10.2. An Applicant may withdraw the tender. A withdrawal shall be unconditional; it shall preclude further participation by the Applicant in the procurement procedure.

Technical Specification

for the procurement

(Identification No VRAA/2012/67//MI)
1. Situation 

The maritime economy is one of the fastest growing sectors throughout Europe resulting in increasing demands for maritime space coupled with the need to ensure a viable marine environment. 

On 25 November 2008 the European Commission adopted the “Roadmap for Maritime Spatial Planning: Achieving Common Principles in the EU”, which is important delivery of the Integrated EU Maritime Policy. 

On 16 October 2009 ministers responsible for spatial planning and development of 11 Baltic Sea Region (further - BSR) countries at the Seventh VASAB Ministerial Conference held in Vilnius, Lithuania recognized that the Baltic Sea environment and the sustainable use of the sea resources needs to be supported through an integrated land and sea space planning and management. This is a common Baltic responsibility and should be shared by all countries in the Region. A common Baltic approach for Maritime Spatial Planning (further – MSP) should be discussed and tools and methods of such planning developed. Enhanced co-operation is necessary in the field of capacity building actions to ensure exchange of experience, to promote education and to increase competence in MSP. Ministers instructed the Committee on Spatial Planning and Development (further – CSPD) to promote the introduction and development of MSP in the Region, making use of experience gained in the Region and elsewhere. To achieve this, a close co-operation with HELCOM with regard to environmental aspects and with other relevant actors is essential.

To promote transnational MSP in Baltic Sea following actions were initiated: 

1.1. HELCOM convened a meeting of the environmental ministers of the member states to adopt the Baltic Sea Action Plan on 14-15 November 2007 in Krakow, Poland.  The plan includes Recommendation 28E/9 “Development of Broad-scale Marine Spatial Planning Principles in the Baltic Sea Area”.

1.2. EU Strategy for the Baltic Sea Region (EUSBSR) launched in 2009 notes the importance of land-based and Maritime Spatial Planning. EUSBSR aims to make the BSR cleaner, more connected and more prosperous. The Strategy is a pilot initiative where the Macro-regional concept is tried and tested in a specific geographic area. 
1.3. In 2009 ministers responsible for spatial planning and development in BSR countries adopted Vilnius Declaration and welcomed the new VASAB Long-Term Perspective for the Territorial Development of the BSR inter alia enhancing maritime spatial planning and management. Long-Term Perspective was prepared for the period till 2030. They also decided that the next Ministerial Conference (in autumn 2014, Tallinn, Estonia) will focus on implementing the Long-Term Perspective for the Territorial Development of the BSR with particular emphasis on MSP in the BSR. 
1.4. The First Meeting of the Joint HELCOM-VASAB Working Group on Maritime Spatial Planning (HELCOM-VASAB MSP WG) was held in Helsinki, Finland on 21-22 October 2010 where the draft Baltic Sea Broad-scale MSP Principles were endorsed and later adopted by the VASAB CSPD and HELCOM HOD. HELCOM and VASAB acts as Horizontal Action Leaders for MSP within EUSBSR. 
1.5. The Baltic Sea Programme project BaltSeaPlan (2009-2012) was jointly carried out by 14 partners from seven BSR countries. It accompanied the EU Integrated Maritime Policy by supporting the introduction of MSP and preparation of National Maritime Strategies within BSR. 
1.5.1. Within this project the first transnational and particular national cases with involvement of stakeholders were carried out.  
1.5.2. One of project outputs was “BaltSeaPlan Vision 2030. Towards the sustainable planning of Baltic Sea space” (further – Vision 2030). It is important input towards common understanding MSP in the BSR. Based on the assumption that MSP will be established practice in 2030, the Vision lays out a possible roadmap on the steps to be taken between now and 2030 in order to achieve a jointly agreed framework on MSP in the Baltic Sea Region. The Vision 2030 has been presented in HELCOM-VASAB MSP WG and   acknowledged by VASAB CSPD.
1.5.3. Within the project data report “Integrated Pan-Baltic Data Infrastructure for MSP – Framework Analysis and Recommendations for an MSP Data Model, Data Exchange and Good Governance” (further – Data report) was developed. Data report identifies content related and technical conditions as well as problems and gaps associated to data and information sources at the current stage. Further it describes the conceptual data model for MSP developed within the framework of BaltSeaPlan and provides recommendations on the steps which need to be gone, in order to reach the information basis necessary to undertake MSP at satisfactory level within the BSR. The report has been presented in HELCOM-VASAB MSP WG.

1.6. Project Plan Bothnia (2010–2012) co-ordinated by the HELCOM Secretariat tested transboundary MSP between Finland and Sweden in the Bothnian Sea. The project was a Baltic Sea MSP “preparatory action” funded by EU Commission DG MARE under the EU Integrated Maritime Policy. Within the project “Necessary common minimum requirements for MSP in the Baltic Sea” (further – Minimum requirements) were developed and “MSP best practices in the BSR and other European maritime regions” identified. Both documents were presented in VASAB-HELCOM MSP WG and VASAB CSPD.

2. Description of the PartiSEAPate project

Bodies responsible and/or actually drafting MSP throughout the BSR: VASAB (legally represented via State Regional Development Agency, LV);  Maritime Offices in Gdynia and Szczecin with Maritime Institute in Gdansk (PL); Federal Maritime and Hydrographic Agency (DE); Klaipeda University Coastal Research and Planning Institute (LT); Swedish Agency of Marine and Water Management with Region Skane (SE); Latvian Institute of Aquatic Ecology and Baltic Environmental Forum Latvia (LV) have joined forces in the Baltic Sea Region programme project “Multi-level Governance in MSP throughout the Baltic Sea Region “PartiSEApate””.

The ambition of PartiSEApate project is to develop a pan-Baltic approach for those topics whose spatial dimension transcends national borders and to develop a concept for a MSP institutional framework and governance model which shall provide input to policy decisions.

They will test and develop instruments/models on how such MSP multi-level governance mechanisms can be realized in the BSR within:
2.1.  MSP Expert Group which will consist of the experts nominated by the project partner countries, other BSR countries, VASAB and HELCOM);
2.2. Three pilot case areas: 

2.2.1. Pomeranian Bight (SE, DE, PL) – transnational cooperation case; 
2.2.2. Lithuanian Sea (LT, LV, SE, RU) – national case with transboundary consultation process;

2.2.3. Middle Bank (SE, PL) – transnational cooperation case.
2.3. Transnational stakeholder involvement process, where in cross-sectoral workshops synergies and conflicts will be identified and proposals for future MSP and related governance processes on pan-Baltic level will be developed.

Basic approaches will contain:

2.3.1. Testing minimum requirements on transnational MSP;
2.3.2. Update of “Compendium on MSP Systems in BSR Countries” (published by VASAB, 2009).

2.4. Project outputs include:
2.4.1. Concept for a transnational institutional and governance model on transnational coordination, agreements and data exchange in MSP. 
2.4.2. Recommendations for transnational MSP – policy document, based on Minimum requirements.
2.4.3. Handbook with recommendations / guidelines on how to carry out a Multi-Level MSP Consultation Process. The Handbook will be designed to the needs of MSP experts in the BSR, but is expected to be also of interest for experts outside the BSR.

HELCOM-VASAB MSP WG has agreed to act as Project Advisory Group. HELCOM and VASAB Secretariats and MSP WG Co-chairs will serve as focal points to the Project in order to ensure close cooperation in intersessional period. The HELCOM-VASAB MSP WG has granted Flagship Project status to the Project.

Project will have a Final Conference in September, 2014 in Tallinn, Estonia.

Project duration: 13 June 2012 – 12 September 2014

3. Tasks

Under the coordination of VASAB Secretariat the Expert has a task to contribute to the PartiSEApate Work Package 4 “Transnational MSP Governance – dialogue and institutional building” by developing of:
3.1. Concept for a transnational institutional and governance model on transnational coordination, agreements and data exchange in MSP. 
By evaluating institutional and governance aspects from three reports (Vision 2030, Data report and Minimum requirements) and PartiSEApate project outcomes, the Expert has to develop two drafts of the Concept:
3.1.1. 1st draft – the best possible approach for the BSR;
3.1.2. 2nd draft – as an outcome of the consultation process.
3.2. Recommendations for transnational MSP – policy document, based on Minimum requirements. 
Expert should evaluate Minimum requirements, assessing whether it incorporates all joint Baltic Sea broad-scale MSP principles and whether structure and approaches used in the document are appropriate.
Expert should also take into account methodological aspects from Vision 2030, Data report and PartiSEApate project outcomes. 
Both documents must be consistent with upcoming EU policy initiative on MSP (and Integrated Coastal Zone Management) which will be presented by the end of 2012 to the European Council and Parliament.
During the elaboration process of Concept and Recommendations, the Expert should actively communicate with the project partners, MSP Expert Group as well as involve appropriate stakeholders. The expert should take into account legal and administrative frameworks of MSP of particular BSR countries.
Both documents at minimum should be discussed in MSP Expert Group and accepted between project partners. Desired result is to achieve confirmation of the Concept and Recommendations from VASAB CSPD and adoption in the form of project PartiSEApate declaration.
3.3. Expert also gives an opinion on Handbook for multi-level MSP consultation process developed within PartiSEApate project.

The Expert will be the member of the project MSP Expert Group. It is expected that Expert facilitates/encourages Expert group discussions in order to get the necessary outputs for Concept and Recommendations.

4. Activities of the Expert 

The activities of the Expert should include, but not be limited to:
4.1. Active participation in four meetings of the MSP Expert Group: 1) in January 2013, Hamburg, 2) in May 2013 in Sweden, 3) in November 2013 in Lithuania, and 4) in April 2014 in Poland. 
Participation in the Final Conference of the project in September 2014, in Tallinn;
4.2. Participation in cross-sectoral workshops, if needed;
4.3. Regular communication with the chairs of the pilot cases (Pomeranian Bight, Lithuanian Sea, Middle Bank);
4.4. Ensuring active involvement of all parties – Project partners, MSP Expert Group, chairs of the project pilot cases, HELCOM-VASAB MSP WG, national administrations (mainly via VASAB CSPD), chairs of the Project sectoral workshops. It should incorporate also EU process on Integrated Maritime Policy. 
4.5. Submitting 4 activity reports on following periods:
4.5.1. Jan 2012 – Mar 2013
4.5.2. Apr 2013 – Sep 2013
4.5.3. Oct 2013 – Mar 2013
4.5.4. Apr 2013 – Sep 2013

5. Remuneration

5.1. The remuneration will be paid in four installments (25% each). Each installment will be paid after submission of the activity report subject to fulfillment of all activities envisaged in particular time period. Final payment will be made after submission of all written deliverables.
5.2. Expenses of travel and accommodation related to the events the Expert is required to participate at are included in the remuneration.
5.3. The Expert will sign a contract with VASAB Secretariat (State Regional Development Agency of Latvia), subject to the state procurement procedure.
